 Select “Allied Health” to locate practice 

exams, flash reviews, and eBooks for 

occupation exams such as Dental 

Assisting,  Medical Assistant, 

Pharmacy Technician, Physical 

Therapist Assistant, Radiologic 

Technologist, Surgical Technologist,  

and Veterinary Technician. 

 Select “Emergency Medical Services” 

to locate practice exams, flash reviews, 

and eBooks for occupation exams such 

EMT Certification and Paramedic 

Certification.    
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Registering with Learning Express 

 
You will be prompted to enter your 14-digit 

library card number and your 4-digit PIN. If 

forgotten, your PIN can only be requested in 

person at the library.  

Once you arrive at the Learning Express 
homepage, make sure to log-in or register an 
account.  

The “login” and “register” links are in the top 
right corner of the homepage. You will need an 
email account in order to register an account.   

TIP:  write down the email account and 
password you used, so that you can access 
your saved progress with Learning Express.
